Special Guests/Presentation
President Gold recognized Director West of Broward County Human Services Department/Family Success Administrative Division.  Ms. West informed the Board of the many programs and areas of assistance offered by the Family Success Administration.  She stressed the importance of forging partnerships with municipalities to effectively leverage available dollars.  She will be contacting all municipalities individually to seek their input and support to fulfill their mission of providing assistance to individuals and families in achieving economic and social stability.

South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) Director Waters described the operations and actions of the SFWMD in preparation for the rainy season.  He stressed the importance of inspecting and maintaining neighborhood drainage systems, identifying drainage problems and cleaning debris from ditches, swales, and drainage systems, ensuring canal right-of-ways are clear, and utilizing storm-wise landscaping.

Immediate Past President Resnick presented Resolution No. 2011-B-13, Opposing the Approval of Oil Drilling in Florida’s Waters in Areas Other Than Those Already Approved for Oil Leasing and Oil Exploration.  Upon motion of Immediate Past President Resnick, seconded by Past President Ortis, the Resolution was adopted.  Executive Director  Calhoun informed the Board that the Everglades Trust had requested that the Board readopt a Resolution Supporting the Efforts of Governor Charlie Crist and the South Florida Water Management District to Acquire Land South of Lake Okeechobee for Protection and Restoration of America’s Everglades and Florida’s Coastal Estuaries (Resolution No. 2011-B-14).  Upon motion of Past President Ortis, seconded by Mayor Brady, the Resolution was adopted.
