The Broward League of Cities Offers Guide to Celebrating Black History Month
The Broward League of Cities is proud of the rich cultural tapestry in each of Broward County’s 31 municipalities. Black History Month is an excellent time to embrace the diversity within our municipalities. The League invites you to learn more about the prominent role of African Americans in U.S. history and significant achievements made by black Americans. 
To get started, check the calendar of events on your municipality's website to learn about Black History Month activities near you. To view calendars for multiple cities, visit the Broward League of Cities website at browardleague.org/resources-links/city-events.
Additionally, there are a number of local organizations that provide information on black history year round, such as Broward County’s African-American Research Library and Cultural Center (AARLCC). A vital part of the community, the AARLCC offers a variety of educational, recreational and cultural programs. Since opening in 2002, the center has displayed nearly 40 major cultural exhibits and offered more than 180 cultural programs to Broward County residents.
The Broward County library system also is hosting Black History Month programs throughout February at library locations countywide. Events include films, mixed media art exhibitions, arts and crafts, and lectures. For more information on these events and the AARLCC, please visit broward.org/Library.

Another local organization that provides year-round information on black history is the Old Dillard Museum, which is an African American landmark in Broward County. The museum’s mission is to keep Black History alive by promoting heritage and providing enriching exhibitions and educational programs. 

During Black History Month, the Old Dillard Museum invites the community to attend the screening of the documentary Zora Neale Hurston: Jump at the Sun on Thursday, February 2 with a discussion led by Dr. Niara Sudarkasa. This documentary is a biography of famed novelist and civil rights activist Zora Neale Hurston, best known for her novel Their Eyes Were Watching God. On Thursday, February 9, the Old Dillard Museum presents Troy Roberts Quintet as a part of the Cannonball Jazz Series. For more information, please visit broward.k12.fl.us/olddillardmuseum. 
You also can check with your local schools and colleges to find out what Black History Month events and activities are planned.
